Section 2 of the NIP is
completed and returned to
the partnership office.
A further NIP is then
forwarded to the named
individual.

Section 1 of the NIP is
completed and returned to
the Partnership office.

A Conditional Offer of Fixed

Penalty is forwarded to the
driver who has 28 days to
reply to the respective

District Court in acceptance

of this offer. If no
documentation is received
by the court, notification is

given to the partnership
office and a report is
submitted to the respective
Procurator Fiscal for
consideration of court
proceedings.

Must be issued to
registered keeper within
14 days of the offence.
Proof of posting is kept
at Safety Camera Office.
No time limit on
subsequent re-issues or
correspondence.

If the registered keeper no
longer owns the vehicle

Section 3 of the NIP is
completed and forwarded
to the partnership office.

A further NIP is then
forwarded to the named
individual.

In instances where

excessive speed is involved,

a conditional offer of Fixed
Penalty is not issued and
the matter is reported
directly to the respective
Procurator Fiscal.
